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I. INTRODUCTION

Commentary on key indicators below covers 
developments at the end of February 2015 on 
real sector and prices, public finances, external 
trade and exchange rates, money supply and its 
counterparts.

Year on year, the real sector was marked by the 
growth in industrial, coffee and tea productions, 
the overall fiscal deficit has deepened, the 
deficit of the trade balance deteriorated and the 
growth of the money supply accelerated.

II. PRODUCTION

The real sector development was characterized 
in February 2015 by a decline in the production 
of main components. In fact, compared to the 
previous month, the industrial production and 
tea harvest dropped, while 2014/2015 coffee 
season production has already ended. 

Index of Industrial Production

The index of industrial production in February 
2015 decreased by 9.5 pc compared to the 
previous month, falling from 112.4 to 101.7. 
The important decrease was observed in the 
production of beverage BRARUDI (-9.6 pc) and 
cigarettes (-20.2 pc).

By cons, year on year, the index increased by 
18.9 per cent, from 85.6 to 101.7, mainly thanks 
to the raise in the production of the BRARUDI 
beverages (11.2 pc) and cigarettes (58.1 pc).

Coffee

At the end of February 2015, Arabica coffee 
parchment production of the 2014/2015 season 
stood at 18,450 tons against 14,134 tons the 
previous year, an increase of 4,316 tons, or 
30.5pc in relation with the cyclical nature of 
coffee production.

Tea

The tea harvest green leaves in February 2015 
decreased by 13.2 p.c. to 4,797.9 tons, dropping 
from 5,524.9 tons recorded in the previous 
month. However, year on year, the production 
increased by 7.7 p.c., from 9,582.3 to 10, 322.4 
tons, thanks to good rainfall.

III. CONSUMMER PRICE INDEX

The consumer price index stood at 103.5 in 
February 2015 vs 102.3 in the same period of 
2014, representing an inflation of 1.2 pc. This 
inflation was driven by higher prices in non-food 
products (4.4 pc) which has offset the slightly 
lower prices in the food industry (-3.2 pc).

The decline in food inflation resulted from lower 
prices in the following divisions: “vegetables” 
(-14.1 pc), “Sugar, jam, honey, chocolate and 
confectionery” (-3.5 pc) and “oils and fats” 
(-0.7pc).

The increase in nonfood prices is due to the 
rising prices of divisions “clothing and footwear 
“(12.6 pc), “furnishings, household equipment 
and routine household maintenance” (9, 0 pc), 
“health” (7.9 pc), “communications” (17.4 pc), 
“recreation and culture” (6.0 pc), “restoration 
and hotels” (4.4 pc) and “other goods and 
services” (8.0 pc).

Month on month, the consumer price index in 
February 2015 was down 0.2 pc .The decline 
mainly concerned the prices in the divisions “food 
and non-alcoholic beverages “(-1.4pc), “clothing 
and footwear” (-0.4 pc) and “furnishings, 
household equipment and routine maintenance 
of the house” (-0.3 pc).

IV. PUBLIC FINANCE

In February 2015, the public finance sector was 
characterized by an important government 
budget deficit that increased the public debt, 
mainly credit from the banking sector. 
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Revenue

At the end of February 2015, the overall 
domestic revenue rose by BIF 5,745.2 million 
reaching BIF 100,887.2 million vs BIF 95,142.0 
million   the same period of the previous year.   
This improvement resulted from the increase in 
tax revenue (BIF 9,766.8 million), partly offset by 
the fall in non-tax revenue (-BIF 3,357.4 million) 
and in exceptional receipts (-BIF 674.2 million). 

Compared to the previous month, the domestic 
revenue in February 2015 recorded a decreased 
of 21.8 p.c., down from BIF 56,596.8 million to 
BIF 44,280.4 million.

Expenditures

At the end of February 2015, the total 
expenditures reached BIF 198,059.1 million vs 
BIF 173,262.6 million in the same period a year 
earlier, an increase of 14.3 pc. 

The expenditures related to compensation of 
employees increased by 13.4 p.c., up from BIF 
46,055.8 million to BIF 52,205.6 million.

Public debt

The outstanding public debt expended by 11.7 
percent, from BIF 1,245,370.2 million in February 
2014 to BIF 1,390,803.5 million at the end of 
February 2015 following mainly the expansion 
of domestic debt (+24.4 p.c.) while the external 
debt slightly decreased. 

Month on month, the outstanding public debt 
increased by 3.2 p.c. in February 2015, due to 
the rise in both domestic (+5.8 p.c.) and external 
debt (+0.3 p.c.). 

-Domestic debt 

Year on year, the stock of domestic debt increased 
by BIF 145,635.9 million, up from BIF 598,077.4 
million to BIF 743,713.3 million in relation with 
the growth in both Government debt to banking 
(+BIF 132,870.3 million) and non-banking sectors 
(+ BIF 12,765.6 million). 

Concerning banking sector, the expansion of 
domestic debt was driven by the increase in 
Government debt to Central bank (+BIF 66,780.1 
million), commercial banks (+BIF 65,153.8 
million) and to Postal checks account (+BIF 936.4 
million).

Month on month, the outstanding domestic 
debt raised by BIF 40,788.3 million, from BIF 
702,925.0 million to BIF 743,713.3 million, 
further to the increase in both Government 
debt to banking sector (+BIF 32,686.1 million) 
and non-banking sector (+ BIF 8,102.2 million) 

-External Debt

Year on year, the outstanding external debt 
dropped by BIF 202.6 million at the end of 
February 2015, from BIF 647,292.8 million to BIF 
647,090.2 million. This decrease resulted from 
the revaluation losses (BIF 30,102.7 million) and 
repayment (BIF 8,244.5 million) that exceeded 
new drawings on loans (- BIF 38.144,6 million).

However, month on month, the stock of 
external debt increased by BIF 1,982.5 million, 
from BIF 645,107.7 million  to BIF  647,090.2 
million, due to the new drawings (BIF 136.7 
million) and revaluation surplus (BIF 1,950.4 
million) attenuated by the repayment (BIF 104.6 
million). 

Drawings in February 2015 were oriented 
to agricultural sector development program 
financed by OFID. 

Year on year, the stock of external debt expressed 
in US dollar decreased by USD 3.0 million, from 
USD 419.3  million to USD  416.3 million.

V. MONETARY BASE, MONEY SUPPLY AND ITS 
COUNTERPARTS

Year on year, the growth in the monetary base 
strongly accelerated, from 3.9 pc in February 
2014 to 35.7 pc in February 2015. Likewise, 
the rhythm of money supply growth rate 
accelerated, from 6.8 to 11.1 pc, following the 
increasing in domestic credit (17.3 vs 10.1 p.c.), 
the net foreign assets noticeably shrank (-33.6 
vs  -10.1 p.c.).

Monetary Base

With respect to February 2014, the monetary 
base (BIF 361, 346.4 vs 266,243.9 million) large-
ly increased by BIF 95,102.5 million or 35.7 pc. 
This growth resulted from increase in both the      
banking sector deposits (+BIF  69,749.3 million), 
currency in circulation (+BIF 24,613.9 million), 
deposits of public non-financial corporations 
(+BIF 1,212.2 million) as well as deposits of oth-
er financial intermediaries (+BIF 570.8 million). 
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In return, the microfinance institutions deposits 
(+BIF 838.2 million) and the miscellaneous de-
posits depleted (+BIF 205.5 million)

Money Supply

Compared to that of the corresponding period 
in 2014, the Broad Money M3 (BIF 1,024,800.4 
million vs BIF 922,368.9 million) has significantly 
increased by BIF 102,431.5 million (either 11.1pc) 
by the end of February 2015 in connection with 
the increase in monetary aggregate M2 by 
BIF 95,722.8 million and deposits of residents 
denominated in foreign currency (+BIF 6,708.7 
million).

The expansion of the money supply M2 was 
driven by both narrow money M1 (+BIF 90,362.5 
million) and term deposits denominated in 
domestic currency (+BIF 5,360.3 million). The 
increase in M1 is explained by the rise in demand 
deposits denominated in domestic currency 
(+BIF 70,298.5 million) and currency in circulation 
outside banks (+BIF 20,064.0 million).

The increment of demand deposits denominated 
in foreign currency concerned household 
deposits (+BIF 19.946.1 million), the private non-
financial corporation deposits (+BIF 22,707.4 
million), other financial intermediary deposits 
(+BIF 1,254.0 million) and those included in 
“Other Accounts” (+BIF 28,640.3 million). In 
contrast, the deposits of public non-financial 
corporations shrank by BIF 2,376.0 million.

The progress in time deposits and savings deno-
minated in domestic currency was mainly due to 
the increase in private non-financial corporation 
deposits(+BIF 3,956.8 million), the household 
deposits (+BIF 3,773.8 million) and those classi-
fied under «Other Accounts»            (+BIF 3,468.0 
million). For their apart, the public non-financial 
corporation deposits fell by BIF 6,116.5 million.

Regarding the deposits of residents in foreign 
currency, they increased by BIF 6,708.7 million 
following the expansion of the deposits grouped 
under “Other Accounts” (+ BIF 44,927.6 million) 
and public non-financial corporation deposits 
(+BIF 1,663.9 million), that offset the decrease 
in private non-financial corporation deposits 
(-BIF 2,212.5 million), the household deposits 
(-BIF 37,567.3 million) and those of other finan-
cial intermediaries (-BIF 103.0 million).

Counterparts 

On Year on year basis, the domestic credit 
(BIF 1,137,127.3 vs 969,027.9 million) rose 
significantly by BIF 168,099.4 million or 17.3 pc. 
This increase concerned both, the net claims 
on the Government (+BIF 135,884.1 million) 
and the claims on the economy (+BIF 32,215.3 
million).

The expansion of net claims on the government 
was primary driven by the progress in advances 
allocated by the Central Bank to the Government 
(+BIF 66,780.1 million) as well as the liabilities 
owed to commercial banks as Bonds and 
Treasury Bills (+BIF 28,663.2 million) and other 
claims on general government (+ BIF 36,490.6 
million). 

Concerning the claims on the economy, their 
increment resulted from the increase in short-
term (+BIF 8,519.1 million) and long-term (+BIF 
30,190.7 million) financing, the medium term 
credit fell by BIF 1,377.9 million.

In return, the Net foreign assets declined 
significantly by BIF 77,245.5 million (-33.6pc), 
depleting from BIF 229,880.8 million to BIF 
152,635.3 million, from February 2014 to 
February 2015. Expressed in US dollars, the net 
foreign assets contracted by 34.1 pc, fell from 
USD 148.9 million to USD 98.2 million.

VI. EXTERNAL TRADE

At the end of February 2015, external trade 
was characterized by a deterioration of the 
trade balance (-BIF 241,789.8 million against 
– BIF175,597.7 million), due to the increase 
in imports (BIF 72,021.6 million) higher than 
exports (BIF 5,829.6 million).

Exports

With respect to February 2014, the cumulative 
exports at end February 2015 increased (BIF 
26,926.2 million vs BIF 21,096.6 million), in 
connection with the increase in exports of 
primary  (BIF 16,447.3 million vs BIF 12,358.6 
million) and manufactured products (BIF10,478,9 
million vs BIF 8,738.1 million).

The increase in exports of primary products 
mainly concerned those of coffee (BIF 6,691.9 
million vs BIF 4,866.3 million) and minerals 
(BIF2,091.1 million).
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 In value, the increase in manufactured goods 
was driven by export of bottles (BIF 132.6 million 
against BIF 29.4 million), beer (BIF1,613.7 
against 1110.0 million), cigarettes (BIF 1,561.7 
vs  618.1 million), the wheat flour (BIF 1,804.6 
million against BIF 1,347.4 million) and other 
manufactured goods (BIF 3,674.2 million against 
BIF 3423.9 million). However, the export of 
soap decreased (BIF 1,684.5 million against BIF 
2,178.9 million).

Imports

With respect to the same period in  2014,  
cumulative imports at end February 2015 were 
up by 36.6 pc, due to the higher imports of capital 
goods (BIF 139,385.3 million against 40,385.8 
million), while the intermediary and consumer 
goods declined by BIF 14.203, 0 million and       
BIF 12,774.9 million respectively.

This increase in imports of capital goods 
concerned the “boilers and mechanical devices” 
(BIF 56,394.5 million vs BIF 8,833.5 million), 
“electrical equipment” (BIF 57,194.3 million vs 
BIF 19,126.7 million), “tractors, vehicles and 
transport equipment” (BIF 12,897.2 million vs 
BIF 6,688.0 million), “the spares and tools” BIF 
8,379.7 million against BIF 3,474.7 million) and 
“other capital goods” (BIF 4,519.5 million against           
BIF 2,262.9 million).

The decrease in imports of intermediary 
goods mainly concerned petroleum products 
(BIF30,047.3 million vs BIF 37,710.9 million), 
raw materials for the agriculture and livestock 

industry (BIF 4,836.9 million vs BIF 9,469 6 
million) and for food industry (BIF 8,530.5 
million vs BIF 12,241.9 million).Regarding 
imports of consumer goods, the decline was 
mainly due to lower imports of durable goods 
(BIF 26,645.4 million vs BIF 40,607.4 million), 
specially imports of textiles (BIF 5,350, 5 million 
vs BIF    20,584.2 million), while imports of non-
durable goods increased slightly (BIF 33,741.4 
million vs BIF32,554.2 million).

In volume, the decrease was mainly concerned 
the imported volume of textiles (2,738 against 
50.254 T) and goods destined to industries of 
agriculture and livestock (4.269 against 9.314T).

VII. EXCHANGE RATE

In February 2015, the average exchange rate 
of BIF was 1,554.43 against US dollar, and 
BIF1,543.73 in February 2014, a depreciation 
of 0.69 p.c. Compared to the previous month, 
Burundi Franc has depreciated by 0.04 per cent 
against the US dollar (1,554.43 vs 1,553.85 BIF 
/ USD).

At the end of February 2015, the BIF exchange 
rate stood at 1,555.02 against USD vs BIF 1,544.08 
at the end of February 2014, representing a 
depreciation of  0.71 pc.

II. MONEY AND CREDIT

II.1. COVERAGE

II.1.1. Central Bank

The Central Bank is a monetary authority 
whose fundamental functionsare: define and 
implementmonetary and exchange rate policies, 
to regulate and supervise financial sector, issue 
currency, manage international reserves as well 
as to provide loans to other deposit corporations 
under the charge of the Central Bank.

II.1.2. Commercial Banks

Commercial Banks are Institutions that collect 
demand deposits that can be transferred by 
check or used as any other direct or long term 
means of payment, they are also involved in 
credit operations.  

Institutions registered as commercial banks 
until now are: Banque de Crédit de Bujumbura 
(BCB), BanqueCommerciale du Burundi 
(BANCOBU), Inter Bank Burundi (IBB), Banque 
de Gestion et de Financement (BGF), Finalease 
Bank (FINBANK), BanqueBurundaise pour le 
Commerce et l’investissement(BBCI), Diamond 
Trust Bank Burundi (DTB), Kenya Commercial 
Bank Burundi (KCB Bank Burundi), Cooperative 
for Rural Development Bank (CRDB Bank 
Burundi) and ECOBANK Burundi.  

Data on DTB,KCB Bank Burundi LMT and CRDB 
Bank Burundi are integrated in commercial 
banks statistics since June2009,July 2012 and 
December 2012  respectevely.

II.1.3. Other Financial Intermediaries

As by their usual profession, the other financial 
intermediaries give loans. They are allowed 
to borrow without having neither counters 
nor accounts for the clientele. The institutions 
registered in thiscategory are Banque Nationale 
pour le Développement Economique (BNDE) 
and Fonds de Promotion de l’Habitat Urbain 
(FPHU).
