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FIRST PART:

MONTHLY EVOLUTION OF THE SELECTED
MACROECONOMIC INDICATORS
AT THE END OF NOVEMBER 2015






I. ECONOMIC INDICATORS

Commentary on key indicators below covers
developments at the end of November 2015 on
real sector and prices, public finances, foreign
trade and exchange rates, money supply and its
counterparts.

Year on year, the real sector was marked by
the decrease in industrial production and the
improvement in coffee and tea productions.
The inflation rate increased, the overall fiscal
deficit deepened, the deficit of trade balance
deteriorated and the growth in broad money
decelerated.

Il. PRODUCTION

In November 2015, the cumulative coffee
production and tea harvest increased compared
to that of the same period of 2014. The industrial
production dropped on monthly basis while it
increased year on year.

Index of industrial production

The index of industrial production in November
2015, compared to the previous month,
decreased by 7.6 p.c., dropping from 158.4 to
146.4, mainly in connection with the decrease
in the production of BRARUDI beverages
(-1,2 p.c.) and sugar (-22.9 p.c.).

By cons, year on year, the index rose by 21.6
p.c. particularly in link with the increase in the
production of sugar (127.2 p.c.) and cigarettes
(42.8 p.c.).

Coffee

At the end of November 2015, the production
of the 2015/2016 coffee season stood at
22,009 against 18,450 T in the same period of
last season, an increase of 3,559 T or 19.3 p.c.,
following the cyclicality of coffee yield.

Tea

The tea harvest green leaves of November 2015
increased sharply by 58.1 p.c., rising from 2,380
to 3,763 T the previous month thanks to good
rainfall. In the first eleven months of 2015, the
tea productionincreased by 2.2 p.c., from 43,802
T in first eleven months of 2014 to 44.765T.

I1l. CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

The consumer price index in November 2015
stood at 110.0 against 104.0 registered in the
same period of 2014, an inflation rate of 5.8
p.c. linked to rising food (7.4 p.c.) and non-food
prices (4.6 p.c.).

Food inflation was driven by rising prices
of agricultural products mainly articles of
subdivisions “bread and cereals” (8.6 p.c.),
“meat” (2.6 p.c.), “milk, cheese and eggs “(10.4
p.c.),” vegetables “(10.6 p.c.),” food products
not elsewhere specified “(19.7 p.c.), slightly
offset by disinflation for subdivisions like “fish”
(-1.3 p.c.), and “fruits” (-11.5 p.c.).

Non-food inflation is linked to the rise in prices
of divisions «clothing and footwear” (11.9
p.c.), “housing, water, electricity, gas and other
fuels” (2.6 p.c.),’communications” (17.0 p.c.),
“recreation and culture” (3.8 p.c.), “hotels, café
and catering” (10.0 p.c.), “education” (1.7 p.c.)
and “other goods and services “(4.8 p.c.).

The general price level increased by 0.7p.c,
compared to the previous month. This increase
is mainly due to rising of food prices (2.1 p.c.)
due to higher prices in the classes “bread and
cereals “(3.1 p.c.), “vegetables “(9.7 p.c.),” sugar,
jam, honey, chocolate and confectionery “(6.0
p.c.) and “milk, cheese and eggs “(1, 7 p.c.).
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IV. PUBLIC FINANCE

At the end of November 2015, the public finance
situation has not improved. Revenues collected
didn’t cover the expenses of the period, resulting
in a public debt increasing particularly driven
by Treasury securities and advances from the
Central Bank.

Revenue

Compared to the previous month, government
revenue in November 2015 recorded a slight
decrease (-BIF 348.2 million), down from BIF
45,667.9 to 45,319.8 million, in connection with
thereductionintaxrevenue (-BIF 1352, 6 million)
partially offset by higher non-tax revenues
(+BIF 1,004.4 million).

Total revenue by the end of November 2015
fell by BIF 72,525.1 million, or 12.1 p.c,
dropping from BIF 597,645.9 to 525,120.8
million compared to the similar period last year.
This decline concerned, both tax revenue (BIF
25,650.0 million), non-tax (BIF 41,862.8 million)
and exceptional (BIF 5,012.8 million).

Expenditures

The cumulative expenditure by the end of
November 2015 amounted to BIF 941,802.2
against 970,692.0 million in the same period a
year earlier, a decrease of 3.2 p.c.

Expenditure on the salaries reached BIF
296,357.9 against 285,414.8 million at the end
of the corresponding period of 2014, an increase
of 4.2 pc.

Public debt

Month on month, the outstanding public debt
increased by 2.6 p.c., due to the rise in domestic
debt (+4.5 p.c.), while the external debt
decreased by 0.3 p.c.

The outstanding public debt expended by 24.7
p.c., from BIF 1,334,532.9 million in November
2014 to BIF 1,663,850.4 million at the end of
November 2015, following the expansion in
both domestic debt (+47.2 p.c.) and external
debt (+1.4 p.c.).

- Domestic debt

Month on month, the outstanding domestic debt
raised by BIF 43,143.1 million, from BIF955,873.8
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to 999,016.9 million further to the increase in
Government debt towards banking sector (+BIF
42,043.1 million) and non-banking sector (+ BIF
1,100.0 million).

Year on year, the outstanding domestic debt
increased by BIF 320,308.3 million, from BIF
678,708.7t0999,016.9 million due to the growth
in both Government debt toward banking
(+BIF 208,940.6 million) and non-banking sector
(+ BIF 39,367.7 million).

Concerning banking sector, the expansion of
Government debt resulted from the increase
in Government debt toward Central bank
(+BIF 175,031.9 million), Treasury bills held
by commercial banks (+BIF 109,134.1 million)
partially attenuated buy Postal check account
(-BIF 3,225.4 million).

Regarding non-banking sector, the expansion of
Government debt concerned Treasury bills and
bonds.

- External Debt

Year on year, the outstanding external debt
increased by BIF 9,009.3 million at the end
of November 2015, from BIF 655,824.2 to
664,833.5 million. This increase resulted from
news drawings on loans (BIF 14.247,6 million)
and revaluation surplus (BIF 247.3 million) that
exceeded the repayment (BIF 5,485.6 million).

Month on month, the stock of external debt
decreased by BIF 1,688.5 million, from BIF
666,522.0 to 664,833.5 million, due to the
revaluation losses (BIF 1,643.8 million) which
offset the new drawings on loans (BIF 202.8
million).

Year on year, the stock of external debt expressed
in US dollars decreased by USD 7.1 million at the
end of the November 2015, from USD 423.2 to
416.0 million.

V. MONETARY BASE, BROAD MONEY AND
THEIR COUNTERPARTS

Year on year, the monetary base decreased
by 3.0 p.c. at end of November 2015 while it
increased by 15.1 p.c. at the same period of
2014. Likewise, the growth rate of broad money
decelerated from 8.8 p.c. in November 2014 to
4.3 p.c. in November 2015 in connection with
the drop in net foreign assets (-144.0 vs 8.4 p.c.)
which exceeded the increase in domestic credit

(31.0vs 6.1 p.c.).



Monetary base

Compared to November 2014, the monetary
base decreased by BIF 10,079.1 million in
November 2015, coming from BIF 330,835.7
million to BIF 320,756.6 million. This decrease
resulted from the shrinkage of commercial
bank deposits (-BIF 16,168.1 million) and other
nonfinancial corporation deposits (-BIF 758.5
million) which exceeded the rise in public
nonfinancial corporation deposits (BIF 3,075.0
million), other financial intermediaries (BIF
1,271.5 million) and currency outside Central
Bank (BIF 2,565.7 million).

Broad money

The broad money M3 (BIF 1,038,583.8 million
vs BIF 996,175.3 million) increased by 4.3 p.c.
in November 2015 in linked with the rise in
monetary aggregate M2 (BIF +45,168.2 million),
the deposits of residents denominated in foreign
currency dropped by BIF 2,759.7 million.

The growth in broad money (M2) concerned
the rise in narrow money (BIF 13,979.0 million)
and in time and saving deposits (BIF 31,189.2
million). The increase in M1 resulted from the
rise in demand deposits (BIF 7,930.3 million) and
currency outside banks (BIF 6,048.7 million).

Theincreaseindemanddepositsin BIFconcerned
mainly the public non-financial corporation
deposits (BIF 16,718.7 million), other non-
financial corporation deposits (BIF 3,309.0
million) and other financial intermediaries
deposits (BIF 2,403.4 million). Onthe other hand,
the household deposits and deposits classified
in other accounts decreased respectively by BIF
3,320.5 million and BIF 11.238,1 million.

The progress in time and saving deposits in BIF
was driven by the rise in other nonfinancial
corporation deposits (BIF 14,920.4 million),
household deposits (BIF 7,401.1 million), other
financial intermediaries (BIF 7,266.9 million),
public nonfinancial corporation deposits
(BIF 6,671.7 million) and local government
deposits (1,291.1 million). Deposits classified
in other accounts decreased by BIF 6,362.0
million.

Regarding to the decreasing in deposits of
residents denominated in foreign currency, the
drop in deposits classified in other accounts
(BIF-39,063.1 million) and other financial
intermediaries (BIF -616.5 million) exceeded the
rise in household deposits (BIF 17,244.6 million),
other non-financial corporation deposits (BIF
18,716.6 million) and the public non-financial
corporation deposits (BIF 958.6 million).

Counterparts

From November 2014 to November 2015, the
domestic credit increased by BIF  332,037.4
million, or 31.0 p.c.,, growing from BIF
1,072,427.8 million to BIF 1,404,465.2 million,
in connection with the rise in net government
debt (BIF 327,247.0 million) and the claims on
economy (BIF 4,790.4 million).

The growth in net claims on the government
was driven by the rise in Central bank overdrafts
(BIF 175,031.9 million), Treasury bonds and bills
held by commercial banks (BIF 68,651.7 million)
and other claims on general government (BIF
40,482.4 million) which was reinforced by the
contraction in general government deposits
(-BIF 46,306.2 million).

The increase in claims on economy is mainly
due to the progress in short term financing (BIF
54,081.7 million) which counterbalanced the
drop in the medium term credit (BIF -27,750.2
million), long term investments (BIF -1,318.1
million) and in other claims (BIF -14,044.2
million).

From November 2014 to November 2015,
net foreign assets considerably fell by BIF
276,287.2 million, or -144.0 p.c., coming from
BIF 191,883.9 million to BIF -84,403.3 million
due to the important reduction in the foreign
financing. Expressed in US dollars, the exchange
reserves were dropped by 142.3 per cent, from
USD 123.8 million to USD -52.4 million. The
official exchange reserves of the central bank
(USD 146.41 million) may cover 1.9 months of
imports at end of November 2015, while it was
4.3 months of imports at the same period of
2014.



VI. INTERNATIONAL TRADE

In the first eleven months 2015, external trade
was characterized by a decline in both exports
and imports, resulting in a trade deficit balance
shallower than 2014, (-BIF 885,148.8 against
-891,674.3 million).

Exports

The cumulative exports decreased by 5.7 p.c.
in value, falling to BIF 171,694.7 million in the
first eleven months of 2015 from BIF 182,147.1
million in the similar period of 2014, but it
increased by 2.5 p.c. in volume, (76,883 against
75,011T).

In value terms, this decrease is related to the
decline in primary products (-2.2 p.c.) and
manufactured exports (-13.1 p.c.). The exports
reduced mainly following the contractions in
coffee (-26.2 p.c.), minerals (-15.9 p.c.) and
other primary products exports (-2.2 p.c.). The
decline in manufactured goods has affected the
soaps (-3.3 p.c.), and other manufactured items
(-45.6 p.c.).

The increase in exported tonnage is driven by
the rising in exports of raw hides (185.2
p.c.), tea (3.4 p.c.) and other primary products
(37.8p.c.). However, the manufactured products
recorded a diminution of 27.3p.c.

Imports

The cumulative imports were down in value and
volume (BIF 1,056,843.5 against 1,073,821.4
million, and 578,792 against 733,739 T).

In value terms, this decrease is due to the
contraction in imports of intermediary goods
(-25.6 p.c.), mainly goods for metallurgy (-19.1
p.c.), food industry (-10.0 p.c.), food (-21.8 p.c.),
construction (-25.5 p.c.), petroleum products
(-32.7 p.c.), and other intermediary goods (-31.2
p.c.). For cons, the capital and consumer goods
experienced an increase of 41.5 p.c. and 4.0 p.c.
respectively.

The drop in imported tonnage (-21.1 p.c.) was
driven by the fall in the volume of imports of
intermediary goods (-18.1 p.c.) and consumption
(-30.5 p.c.).

VII. EXCHANGE RATE.

Compared to the US dollar, the average
exchange rate of Burundi franc stood at 1,598.01
against 1,549.73 for the same period in 2014, a
depreciation of 3.1 p.c. At the end of period, the
exchange rate of BIF /USD decreased to 1,610.92
from 1,550.02, a depreciation of 3.9p.c.

Compared to October 2015, the Burundi franc
depreciated by 0.01 p.c. in November 2015
against the US dollar (1,583.82 vs 1,598.01 BIF/
UsD).

I. PRODUCTION AND SALE OF SOME
PRODUCTS

TABLES I.1. & I.2. Production of Arabica cof-
fee by campaign and statement of sales

The two tables provide information on
the cumulative production of parchment
and machined coffee by campaign and the
statement of sale contracts. They are es-
tablished from data on coffee sector sent
monthly by the coffee company (ARFIC).

TABLE 1.3. & 1.4. Production of tea leaves and
dried tea, monthly sales in quantity, value and
prices

These tables show the harvest of tea leaves, the
production of dry tea and the dry tea sales. They
are derived from the monthly activity reports
assigned by the Burundi Tea Authority.

TABLE 1.5. Production of the main industries

This table is elaborated from data collected from
the main industrial enterprises. The productions
are regrouped within the food, chemical and
materials of construction industries.

TABLE 1.6. Weighted index of the industrial
production

The table indicates the relative proportion of
the weighted index of food, chemical, textile
and other industries in the general index of the
industrial production.

This index is computed on basis of the weighting
coefficients representing the contribution of
each product in the total added value of the
branch. These coefficients are extracted from
results of the survey carried out in 1989 on
commercial and industrial enterprises.

TABLES 1.7 & 1.8. Production and consumption
of electric energy

The table 1.7 shows the national production
of electricity by hydroelectric power station.
The table 1.8 indicates the electric energy
consumption by main urban centers. These data
are provided by REGIDESO.

Il. MONEY AND CREDIT
11.1. COVERAGE
11.1.1. Central Bank

The Central Bank is a monetary authority
whose fundamental functions are: define and
implement monetary and exchange rate policies,
to regulate and supervise financial sector, issue
currency, manage international reserves as well
as to provide loans to other deposit corporations
under the charge of the Central Bank.

11.1.2. Commercial Banks

Commercial Banks are Institutions that collect
demand deposits that can be transferred by
check or used as any other direct or long term
means of payment, they are also involved in
credit operations.

Institutions registered as commercial banks
until now are: Banque de Crédit de Bujumbura
(BCB), Banque Commerciale du Burundi
(BANCOBU), Inter Bank Burundi (IBB), Banque
de Gestion et de Financement (BGF), Finalease
Bank (FINBANK), Banque Burundaise pour le
Commerce et 'investissement (BBCI), Diamond
Trust Bank Burundi (DTB), Kenya Commercial
Bank Burundi (KCB Bank Burundi), Cooperative
for Rural Development Bank (CRDB Bank
Burundi) and ECOBANK Burundi.

Data on DTB, KCB Bank Burundi LMT and CRDB
Bank Burundi are integrated in commercial
banks statistics since June 2009, July 2012 and
December 2012 respectevely.

11.1.3. Other Financial Intermediaries

As by their usual profession, the other financial
intermediaries give loans. They are allowed
to borrow without having neither counters
nor accounts for the clientele. The institutions
registered in this category are Banque Nationale
pour le Développement Economique (BNDE)
and Fonds de Promotion de I'Habitat Urbain
(FPHU).
