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FIRST PART:

MONTHLY EVOLUTION OF THE MAIN
MACROECONOMIC INDICATORS
AT THE END OF FEBRUARY 2014






I.INTRODUCTION

The selected macroeconomic indicators present
the development of real sector and prices, public
finances, external sector, and broad money and
its counterparts.

At the end of February 2014, the real sector has
been characterized by the decline in industrial,
coffee and tea production. The overall budget
deficit increased further, the trade balance
worsened and the growth in money supply
accelerated.

Il. PRODUCTION
Index of the industrial production

The index of industrial production in February
2014 decreased by 17.9 p.c. compared to the
previous month, falling from 104.2 to 85.6.
This decline is mainly related to the decrease
in production BRARUDI beverages (-21.7 pc),
paintings (-28.2 pc) and soaps (-30.6 pc).

Year on year in February 2014, the index fell
by 7.2 p.c., falling from 92.2 to 85.6, mainly due
to the decrease in the production of BRARUDI
beverages (-0.8 pc) and of cigarettes (-21.2 pc).

Coffee

At the end of February 2014, the cumulative
production of parchment Arabica coffee
registered a decrease of 54.1 pc, from 30,778
T in February 2013 to 14,134T, following the
cyclicality of coffee yield.

Tea

The production of tea green leaves in February
2014 decreased by 4.9 p.c., passing from 4,911 T
in the previous month to 4,671 T. Similarly, year
on year the cumulative production declined
from 9,900 to 9,582 T, which is a decrease of 3.2

pC.

l1l. CONSUMMER PRICE INDEX

Inflation in February 2014 has declined (5.8 vs
9.4 pc) thanks to the slowdown in prices of food
(6.4 vs 11.2 pc) and non food products (5.1 vs
7.5 pc).The decrease in prices of the non food
sector notably concerned some divisions such
as “alcoholic beverages and tobacco” (-4.1 vs
16.6 pc), “goods and others services” (15.5 vs
20.2 p.c.), “communication” (-0.1 vs 0 pc)and

“restoration and hotels” (4.5 vs 11.6 pc).

Compared to the previous month, the overall
price level increased by 2.1 pc, consumer index
passing from 100.3 to 102.3 due to the increase
of food prices (+1.3) and non-food item prices
such as “housing, water, electricity, gas and
other fuels”(+4.5 pc) and “alcoholic beverages
and tobacco” (+2.4 p.c.).

IV. PUBLIC FINANCE
Revenues

At the end of February 2014, domestic revenues
totaled BIF 103,604.5 million against BIF93,461.2
million at the same period of the previous year,
thatis arise of 10.9 p.c.. This increase is resulted
from the performance of non-tax revenues (+BIF
5,154.8 million) and exceptional receipts (+BIF
9,998.1 million) which offset the decrease in tax
revenues (- BIF 4,179.0 million).

Month on month, the total domestic revenue
decreased by BIF 1,440.4 million, falling from BIF
52,522.5 million in January 2014 to BIF 51,082.1
million in February 2014.

Expenditures

Expenditures related to wages and salaries
increased by BIF 3,475.0 million, standing at
49,779.9 million in February 2014 against BIF
46, 304.9 million in February 2013.



Public debt

The stock of public debt at end of February
2014 was BIF 1,227,103.2 million, representing
an increase of 10.4 percent compared to public
debt at the end of the same period of 2013 (BIF
1,171,857.3 million ). The rise concerned the
domestic debt (+BIF 72,041.2 million), external
debt having decreased (-BIF 16,514.6 million).

Compared to the previous month, the
outstanding public debt at the end of February
2014 increased by BIF 9,632.3 million due to the
rise in both domestic debt (+BIF 4,830.3 million)
and external debt (+BIF 4.802,0 million).

Domestic debt

Year on year in February 2014, the outstanding
domestic debt increased by BIF 72,041.2 million,
from BIF 525,832.1 to 597,873.3 million due to
the growth of both Government debt toward
banking sector (+BIF 55,354.4 million) and non
banking sector (+ BIF 17,013.8 million). The
Government debt is a result of T-bills and bonds
with outstanding increased by BIF 77,986.8
million.

From January to February 2014, the outstanding
domestic debt raised by BIF 4,830.3 million,
passing from BIF 593,043.0 million to BIF
597,873.3 million due to increasing of T-bills and
bonds held by the banking sector (+BIF 2,768.2
million) and non banking sector (+ BIF 2,062.1
million).

External Debt

Year on year in February 2014, the outstanding
external debt decreased by BIF 16,514.6 million,
passing from BIF 645,744.5 million in February
2013 to BIF 629,229.9 million. Month on month,
the stock of external debt increased by BIF
4,802.0 million, standing at BIF 629,229.9 million
from BIF 624,427.9 million

Expressed in USD, the stock of external debt rose
by 3.1 pc, from USD 395.2 million at the end of
February 2013 to USD 407.5 million at the end
of February 2014.

V. RESERVE MONEY, BROAD MONEY ET ITS
COUNTERPARTS

Reserve money

Year on year, reserve money increased by
BIF 9,975.7 million, or 3.9 p.c. rising from BIF
256,268.2 million to BIF 266,243.9 million.
This rise concerned mainly the banking sector
deposits (BIF 12,352.7 million) and the currency
in circulation (BIF 11,063.8 million) which has
exceeded the decrease of public nonfinancial
corporation deposits (-BIF 3,980.4 million), the
microfinance deposits (-BIF 8,963.6 million) and
of other financial intermediaries (-BIF 685.2
million).

Broad money (M3)

Compared with February 2013, the Broad
money M3 (BIF 922,708.0 vs 863,703.9 million)
increased considerably (BIF 59,004.1 million,
or 6.8 p.c.) in connection with the growth of
M2 (BIF 63,009.3 million), the foreign currency
deposits of residents decreased by BIF 4,005.2
million, falling from BIF 152,871.8 to 148,866.6
million.

The growth in M2 was driven by the increase in
narrow money (BIF 12,690.6 million) and savings
and time deposits (BIF 50,318.7 million). The rise
in narrow money concerned demand deposits
(BIF 5,982.7 million) and currency in circulation
(BIF 6,707.9 million).

As far demand deposit, the increase concerned
household deposits (BIF 13,515.4 million), other
nonfinancial corporation deposits (BIF 6,336.7
million) and local government deposits (BIF 604.0
million). On the other hand, public nonfinancial
corporation deposits (BIF 598.2 million), deposits
classified in other accounts (BIF 13,577.7 million)
and other financial intermediary deposits (BIF
297.5 million) decreased.

Concerning the growth in time and savings
deposits is related to the rise in household
investments (BIF 29,545.5 million), other
nonfinancial corporations deposits (BIF 8,275.2
million), and deposits classified in other accounts
(BIF 20,401.6 million); the deposits of public
nonfinancial corporations and of other financial
intermediaries decreased by BIF 6,873.6 million
and BIF 1,000.0 million respectively.



The reduction in foreign currency deposits
concerned those of public nonfinancial
corporations (BIF 7,975.9 million), other financial
intermediaries (BIF 574.7 million) and those
classified in other accounts (BIF 4,701.7 million).
On the other hand, the household deposits
and other nonfinancial corporations deposits
increased by BIF 2,062.1 million and BIF 7,185.0
million respectively.

Counterparts

Rising from BIF 879,956.2 million at the end of
February2013to BIF967,452.2 million at the end
of February 2014, domestic credit considerably
increased by BIF 87,496.0 million, or 9.9 per
cent as a result of the progress in net claims on
government (BIF 52,240.7 million) and claims on
economy (BIF 35,255.3 million).

The growth in net claims on government is
mainly related to the rise in the stock of Treasury
bills and bonds held by commercial banks (BIF
61,300.0 million) which were partly offset by the
drop in Central Bank overdrafts (-BIF 10,664.2
million).

The progress in claims on economy concerned
mainly the middle term financing (BIF 13,378.9
million), the long term financing (BIF 13,751.4
million) and other credits (BIF 19,078.6 million).
On the other hand, imports credits (-BIF 635.8
million), exports credits (-BIF 2,315.1 million) and
cash credits (-BIF 13,990.3 million) decreased.

Passing from BIF 255,771.1 million at the end
of February 2013 to BIF 229,880.8 million at
the end of February 2014, net foreign assets
decreased by BIF 10.1 per cent. Expressed in USD
dollars, net foreign exchange reserves stabilized
at 148.9 million.

VI. FOREIGN TRADE
Export

Inthetwo monthsof2014, total exportregistered
a decrease of 19.8 p.c. in value, falling from BIF
24,506 million in the same period of 2013 to BIF
19,649.1 million, and an increase of 52.1 p.c. in
volume, rising from 7,267 Tto 11,052 T.

The decline in value is due to the decrease in
export of primary products (BIF 11,946.7 million
vs BIF 20,013.6 Million), attributable mainly to
coffee exports (BIF 4,866.3 million vs BIF 10,
970.4 Million).

On the other hand, export of manufactured
products registered an increase of 71 p.c.in
value (BIF 7,684.3 million vs BIF 4,492.0 Million).
This increase is due to exports of beverages (BIF
1,110.0 million vs BIF 479.1Miillion), soaps ( BIF
2,178.9 million vs BIF 2,037.3 Million ), and other
manufactured products ( BIF 3,785.5 million vs
BIF 765.2 Million)

In volume, the increase of export concerned
manufactured product such as beverages (1,508
vs 317 T), soaps (1,520 vs 1,359 T), and other
manufactured products (3,858 vs 313 T) which
offset the decline in export of primary products
(4,112 vs 4,787 T).

Compared with previous month, exports of
February 2014 fell by 6.7 p.c. in value and 9.1
p.c. in volume.

Imports

In the first two months of February 2014 imports
declined by 6.2 p.c. in value (BIF 196,694.4
million vs BIF 209,787 Million) and an increase
of 15.8 p.c. in volume (160,038 vs 138,196 T).

This decrease is the result of decline in import
of goods production (BIF 85,578.2 MBIF vs
BIF 108,288.6 million), equipment goods (BIF
46,294.2 million vs BIF 61,124.3 Million) which
offset the increase in import of consumer goods
(BIF 69,953.3 million vs BIF 58,783.6 Million).

The Comparison with previous month show that
imports of February 2014 decreased by 12.9 p.c.
in value and 5.1 p.c. in volume, falling from BIF
105,160.2 million to BIF 91,534 Million and from
82,148 T to 77,890 T respectively.

VII. EXCHANGE RATE

The monthly average exchange rate stood at BIF
1,543.73 in February 2014 vs BIF 1,634.00 per
U.S. dollarin February 2013 thatis a depreciating
of 5.5p.c.

Year on year, the Burundi franc has appreciated
against USD by 10.1p.c. (BIF 1,717.55 per U.S.
dollar at end February 2013 vs BIF 1,544.08 at
end February 2014)

Burundi franc recorded a stability compared to
the previous month depreciatingby 0.1 p.c., from
BIF 1,543.20 to BIF 1,544.08 per U.S. dollar.

I. PRODUCTION AND SALE OF SOME
PRODUCTS

TABLES I.1. & I.2. Production of Arabica coffee
by campaign and statement of sales

The two tables provide information on

the cumulative production of parchment
and machined coffee by campaign and

the statement of sale contracts. They are
established from data on coffee sector sent
monthly by the coffee company (ARFIC).

TABLE 1.3. & 1.4. Production of tea leaves and
dried tea, monthly sales in quantity, value and
prices

These tables show the harvest of tea leaves,
the production of dry tea and the dry tea sales.
They are derived from the monthly activity
reports assigned by the Burundi Tea Authority.

TABLE 1.5. Production of the main industries

This table is elaborated from data collected from
the main industrial enterprises. The productions
are regrouped within the food, chemical and
materials of construction industries.

TABLE 1.6. Weighted index of the industrial
production

The table indicates the relative proportion of
the weighted index of food, chemical, textile
and other industries in the general index of the
industrial production.

This index is computed on basis of the weighting
coefficients representing the contribution of
each product in the total added value of the
branch. These coefficients are extracted from
results of the survey carried out in 1989 on
commercial and industrial enterprises.

TABLES 1.7 & 1.8. Production and consumption
of electric energy

The table 1.7 shows the national production
of electricity by hydroelectric power station.
The table 1.8 indicates the electric energy
consumption by main urban centers. These data
are provided by REGIDESO.

Il. MONEY AND CREDIT
11.1. COVERAGE
11.1.1. Central Bank

The Central Bank is a monetary authority
whose fundamental functions are: define and
implement monetary and exchange rate policies,
to regulate and supervise financial sector, issue
currency, manage international reserves as well
as to provide loans to other deposit corporations
under the charge of the Central Bank.

11.1.2. Commercial Banks

Commercial Banks are Institutions that collect
demand deposits that can be transferred by
check or used as any other direct or long term
means of payment, they are also involved in
credit operations.

Institutions registered as commercial banks
until now are: Banque de Crédit de Bujumbura
(BCB), Banque Commerciale du Burundi
(BANCOBU), Inter Bank Burundi (IBB), Banque
de Gestion et de Financement (BGF), Finalease
Bank (FINBANK), Banque Burundaise pour le
Commerce et 'investissement (BBCI), Diamond
Trust Bank Burundi (DTB), Kenya Commercial
Bank Burundi (KCB Bank Burundi), Cooperative
for Rural Development Bank (CRDB Bank
Burundi) and ECOBANK Burundi.

Data on DTB, KCB Bank Burundi LMT and CRDB
Bank Burundi are integrated in commercial
banks statistics since June 2009, July 2012 and
December 2012 respectevely.

11.1.3. Other Financial Intermediaries

As by their usual profession, the other financial
intermediaries give loans. They are allowed
to borrow without having neither counters
nor accounts for the clientele. The institutions
registered in this category are Banque Nationale
pour le Développement Economique (BNDE)
and Fonds de Promotion de I'Habitat Urbain
(FPHU).

11.1. CONTENTS OF TABLES
TABLE 11.1.FOREIGN EXCHANGE RESERVES

Foreign exchange reserves are given by the sum
of foreign assets of the BRB and Commercial
Banks minus their external liabilities.
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The external reserves of the Central Bank regard
only the foreign exchange reserves that the Bank
can freely have at its disposal including foreign
currencies, monetary Gold, SDR and the IMF
reserve position in IMF.

TABLES 11.2.1 & 11.2.2. Balance sheet of BRB

The table shows the Central Bank’s balance
sheet as stated at the end of each month. In
the liabilities side, this statement shows all
the liabilities of the Central Bank as monetary
authority while the assets side indicates the
counterpartsofthoseliabilities. Theitem “foreign
assets” includes among others, demand and
time deposits, currencies, IMF reserve position
which is the difference between Burundi’s
share in the IMF (the account IMF n°1) and IMF
securities account.

The tables show the consolidation of balance
sheets of all commercial banks.

The asset represents
counterparts of broad money (M2) which are:
net foreign assets and domestic credit. In turn,
liability shows broad money and net other
items.

The table shows the evolution of base money
and its counterparts, broad money (M2) and
money multiplier, which is the ratio between
broad money and monetary base.

Autonomous factors are those
beyond direct control of Central Bank.

The table informs on deposits broken down by
term and holder. These deposits are used to
calculate broad money.
