I. EXPORT AGRICULTURE

A. 2015/2016 coffee Season

The production of the 2015/2016 coffee season
campaign increased following the cyclicality of
coffee yield. Indeed, at the end of September
2015, the production of the 2015/2016 coffee
season reached 21,143 against 17,158 T at the
same period of last season. Likewise, on basis
of the ARFIC estimates, the production of the
season is expected to reach 23,676 vs 18,450
T the previous season, denoting an increase of
5,226 T or 28.3p.c.

Coffee at the end of September (in tons)
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Regarding the quality, the share of fully washed
coffee in parchment, which is the highest quality,
represented 90.0 vs 78.2 p.c. at the same period
of the previous year. Thus, for the whole season,
this share would be around 90.0 vs 60.2 p.c.
The share of washed coffee dropped due to the
illegal cross-border trade of coffee.

The green coffee produced at the end of
September 2015 was about 8,854 against 7,250
T at the same period of the previous year. The
overall volume for the campaign is expected
to 17,094 against 14,923 T the last season, an
increase of 14.5 pc.

Concerning the coffee marketing, prices were
not favorable in this season comparably to the
last season. In fact, the quantity sold at the end
of September 2015 reached 6,293 vs 6,030 T
valued at BIF 30,731.9 against 38,865.4 million.
The average price was established to 145.9
against 192.9 cts / Ib.

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This price trend is linked to the coffee prices
developments on the international market.
Indeed, the average monthly price of Arabica
coffee “Other mild” on the New York market
declined from 206.0 to 147.37 cts/lb due to the
weakness of demand.

B. Tea

At the end of September 2015, the tea leaves
production increased by 9.5 per cent compared
to the corresponding period of 2014, rising to
38,622 from 35,262 Tinrelation good rainfalland
application of fertilizer. This decrease concerned
particularly the tea complexes of Rwegura (13.9
p.c.), ljenda (13.6 p.c.) and Teza (13.4 p.c.).

Il. INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION

The industrial production for the third quarter
2015 increased in comparison with the previous
guarter. Indeed, the weighted average index of
industrial production increased by 67.0 pc, from
107.8 to 180.1. This boost is due to increased
production of the branches of the food industry
(74.2 pc), chemical products (13.2 pc) and
building materials (32.7 pc).

Likewise, compared to the third quarter of 2014,
the index increased by 4.2 pc, from 172.9 to
180.1, mainly in relation with the increase of
production in the branches of industries food (+
5.1 p.c.) and building materials (454.3 p.c).

Concerning the first nine months of the year,
industrial production increased slightly. Indeed,
the weighted average index of industrial
production increased by 1.3 pc compared to
the same period of 2014, rising from 130.5 to
132.2, mainly in connection with the recovery of
production in the branches of the food industry
(+ 2.8 pc) and building materials industries (55.0
pc).

lll. CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

1. Quarterly evolution

During the third quarter 2015, the overall
consumer price index increased (5.4 vs 4.8 p.c.)
comparing with the corresponding period of the
previous year 2014.

This inflation is related to the rising prices of
food products (6.7 against 1.4 pc) offset by the
slowdown of non-food products prices (4.5
against 6.8 p.c.).

The increase of food products was essentially
influenced by sub divisions like bread and cereals
(4.6 p.c.), meat (7.2 p.c.), milk, cheese and eggs
(11.0 p.c.), sugar, jam, honey, chocolate and
confectionery (3.3 p.c.), and food products not
specified elsewhere (11.5 p.c.).

On the non-food products side, this slowdown
was observed from the lower prices for some
products more weighted in this sector as
transport (0.3 against 5.2 p.c.), housing, water,
electricity, gas and other fuels (1.8 against 9.6
p.c.), health (0.2 against 9.0 p.c.), furnishing,
household equipment and routine maintenance
of the house (5.7 against 11.2 p.c.).

2. Nine months evolution

Under the first nine months of 2015, inflation
rose by 5.3 p.c. against 4.6 p.c. recorded in the
corresponding period of 2014; due the rise of
food inflation (5.0 against 2.5 p.c.) the non-
food inflation has decelerated (5.6 against 5.9
p.c.).

The increase of food products prices is explained
by the higher prices of some products like bread
andcereals (3.6 p.c.), meat (6.5 p.c.), milk, cheese
and eggs (5.7 p.c.), fruits (7.8 p.c.), vegetables
(3.0 p.c.), «sugar, jam, honey, chocolate and
confectionery (4.3 p.c.) and «not defined food
elsewhere» (12.7 p.c.).

The decrease of non-food inflation is linked
with the weakening prices of some divisions
such as housing, water, electricity and other
fuels (4.3 against 6.7 pc), furnishing, household
equipment and routine maintenance of the
house (8.0 against 19.4 pc), health (4.3 against
7.3 pc), transport (0.8 against 8.0 pc) and other
goods and services (6.9 against 10.7 pc).

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IV.MONETARY SURVEY

IV.1.Money supply and its counterparties

a. Quarterly evolution

At the end of the third quarter of year 2015,
the Money Supply M3 decreased by BIF 4,758.9
million (BIF 1,040,261.0 million against BIF
1,045,019.9 million), or -0.5 p.c., whereas it had
increased by 5.1 pc at the end of the previous
quarter.

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The contraction in money supply M3 resulted
from the decline in M2 by BIF 7,644.7 million
which offset the increase in deposits of residents
denominated in foreign currency (+BIF 2,885.8
million).

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The decrease in money supply M2 is attributable
tothedeclinein narrow money M1 (-BIF 12,138.2
million) which was partly counterbalanced by
the rise of time and saving deposits (+BIF 4,493.5
million).

The contraction in M1 concerned the currency
in circulation out of banks (-BIF 35,317.1 million)
whereas demand deposits increased by BIF
23,178.9 million.

Theincreasing of demand deposits denominated
in domestic currency was driven by the rise in
deposits of other nonfinancial corporations
(+BIF  21,693.0 million), other financial
intermediaries (+BIF 1,379.2 million) and those
of public non-financial corporation (+BIF 8,702.9
million). On the other hand, household deposits
(-BIF 7,680.1 million), local government deposits
(-BIF 92.6 million) and the deposits classified
under “other accounts”(-BIF 823.5 million)
decreased.

The growth in the time and saving deposits
denominated in domestic currency is related
to the progress of the household deposits
(+BIF 12,345.0 million), public non-financial
corporation deposits (+BIF 2,165.8 million)
and other financial intermediaries deposit
(+BIF 262.9 million). For their parts, the deposits
classified under “other accounts” and deposits
of other nonfinancial corporations decreased
by BIF 7,955.3 million and BIF 2,328.8 million
respectively.

The increase in residents’ deposits denominated
in foreign currency was mainly due to the
progress in the deposits of other nonfinancial
corporations (+BIF 1,831.3 million), the deposits
classified under “other accounts” (+BIF 3,034.0
million), and household deposits (+BIF 228.1
million); the deposits of public nonfinancial
corporations decreased by BIF 2,207.6 million.

Regarding to the counterparts of money supply,
the decline of net foreign assets (-BIF 98,383.2
millions) and the other items net (-BIF 15,058.8
millions) that exceeded the increase of net
claims on the government (+BIF 101,209.6
millions) and the claims on the economy (+BIF
7,473.5 millions) explain the decrease in the
money supply.

In terms of contribution at the growth of broad
money, the net foreign assets contributed to the
contraction in M3 up to 9.4 percentage points
while the domestic assets had an expansive
impact up to 8.9 points.

The increase in the net claims on government
was mainly resulted to the rise in overdrafts
from central bank (+BIF 79,749.3 million),
Treasury securities (+BIF 10,345.4 million) held
by commercial banks and the drop of central
government deposits (-BIF 16,877.6 million).

Coming from BIF 65,138.6 million at the end
of June to —BIF 33,244.6 million at the end
of September 2015, the net foreign assets

decreased by 151.0 pc in connection with the
decline of net foreign assets of central bank
(-BIF 88,977.6 million) and commercial banks
(-BIF 9,405.6 million). Likewise, expressed in
US dollars, the net foreign exchange reserves
decreased by 150.5 p ¢, falling from USD 41.6
million to USD -21.0 million.

b. Development in the first nine months of the
year.

Compared to December 2014, the broad money
M3 (BIF 1,040,261.0 millionvs BIF 1,045,336.7
million) decreased by BIF 5,075.7 million. This
decrease resulted to the drop of residents’
foreign currency deposits (-BIF 24,085.4 million)
that exceeded the expansionin money aggregate
M2 (+BIF 19,009.7 million).

The increase in money supply M2 was due to
the progress of the time and saving deposits
(+BIF 23,444.2 million) whereas the narrow
money decreased by BIF 4,434.6 million. The
contraction of narrow money (M1) is related to
the fall of currency in circulation out of banks
(-BIF 9,696.4 million) which offset the increase
of demand deposits (+BIF 5,261.9 million).

The raise in demand deposits denominated
in domestic currency concerned the deposits
of the other nonfinancial corporation
(+BIF 5,997.6 million), public nonfinancial
corporation (BIF 12,945.5 million) and other
financial intermediaries (+BIF 5,824.3 million)
which counterbalanced the decrease of local

government deposits (-BIF
7



1,139.0 million), the household deposits (-BIF
9,277.8 million) and those classified under
“other accounts” (-BIF 9,088.7 million).

The growth in time and saving deposits
denominated in domestic currency was mainly
due to the increase in household deposits
(+BIF 33,507.8 million) and other financial
intermediaries (+BIF 2,236.7 million). In contrary,
the other nonfinancial corporation deposits
(-BIF 4,060.9 million), deposits classified under
“other accounts” (-BIF 6,605.7 million) and
deposits of public nonfinancial corporations
(-BIF 1,638.2 million) decreased.

The contraction in residents’ deposits
denominated in foreign currency was mainly
related to the decrease in other non-financial
corporation deposits (-BIF 11,548.2 million),
the deposits of public non-financial corporation
(-BIF 3,787.9 million), deposits classified under
“Other Accounts” (-BIF 8,206.7 million) and
deposits of other financial intermediaries
(-BIF 676.1 million). On the other hand, deposits
of households rose by BIF 133.5 million.

Thedecrease of netforeignassets(-BIF213,769.9
million) which exceeded the rise of net claims
on government (+BIF 180,931.1 million) as well
as the claims on the economy (+BIF 26,609.4
million) and other items net (+BIF 1,153.7
million) was the source of money supply drop.

The progress in net credit to Government was
mainly due to the increase of advances from
Central Bank (+BIF 146,263.2 million), the
Treasury securities held by commercial banks
(+BIF 29,398.9 million) and the fall of government
deposits (-BIF 23,037.8 million).

The growth in credit to the economy is linked
to the increase in the short term financing (+BIF
24,198.2 million) distributed by commercial
banks whereas the medium-term loans and
long-term loans falling by BIF 2,909.2 million
and BIF 947.7 million respectively.

From the end of December 2014 to September
2015, the net foreign assets decreased by BIF
213,769.9 million, or 118.4 pc, declining from
-BIF180,525.3 million to -BIF 33,244.6 million.
This drop is linked to the contraction in the net
foreign assets held by the Central Bank (-BIF
205,726.0 million) and the commercial banks
(-BIF 8,043.9 million). Likewise, converted in
US dollars, the net foreign exchange reserve
declined by 118.4 pc, from USD 116.2 million to
USD -21.0 million.

IV.2. Bank Liquidity

a. Quarterly Evolution

At the end of September 2015, the total of
autonomous factors of liquidity in the banking
sector increased by BIF 32,985.0 million, rising
from BIF 43,701.7 million to BIF 76,686.8 million
while it was declined by BIF 26,765.3 million
at the end of the second quarter of 2015. This
growth resulted to the rise in the net claims
on Government (+BIF 80,027.5 million), the
other items net (+BIF 3,045.9 millions) and
from the expansive impact exerted by the
decline in currency outside BRB (+BIF 38,889.3
millions). For their part, the net foreign assets
decreased considerably by BIF 88,977.6 millions
in connection with the lack for foreign financing
and the selling of foreign currency by the Central
bank on interbank market (MID).

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V. PUBLIC FINANCES

V.1. Revenue

Atthe end of the third quarter 2015, government
revenue reachedBIF427,540.7 against471,362.0
million at the same period of the previous year,
a decrease of 9.3 p.c. This decease concerns
the tax revenue (-BIF 15,507.9 million), non-tax
revenue (-BIF 23,056.2 million) and exceptional
(-BIF 5,257.2 million).

V.2. Expenses

The total expenses committed at the end of
the third quarter 2015 reached BIF 728,358.8
against 808,860.8million at the same period of
2014, which is a decrease of 10.0 percent. The
current expenses rose by BIF 39,878.5 million
(or+7.3p.c.) while the capital expenditures
decreased by BIF 120,381.0 million (or -46.3

p.c.).

The gap between revenues and expenditures
generate a fiscal deficit including grants of BIF
188,491.5 against 174,117.7 million at the end
of the corresponding period of the previous year
and was financed by domestic resources (BIF
189,874.3 million) whenthe externalresources
has decreased (-BIF 1,382.8 million).

V. 3. Domestic debt

Quarter on quarter, the stock of domestic debt
increased by BIF 90,718.9 million, from BIF
822,353.3 million to 913,072.2 million. This rise
was mainly due to the increase of Government
debt toward both banking sector (BIF 84,332.0
million) and non-banking sector (BIF 6,386.9
Million).
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Compared to the same period of the preceding
fiscal year, the stock of domestic debt at the
end of the third quarter 2015 expanded by
BIF 240,132.8 million, from BIF 672,939.4 to
913,072.2 million. This development resulted
both to the expansion of Government debt
to the banking sector and non banking sector
that increased by BIF 207,155.4 million and BIF
32,977.4 million respectively.

V.4. External debt

The external debt expended in the third quarter
2015 by BIF3, 648.2 million compared to the
second quarter, from BIF 662,011.4 million to
665,659.6 Million.

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This rise resulted mainly to revaluation gains
of BIF 4,792.8 million and BIF 917.9 million of
drawings on loans which both outweighed the
principal repayment of BIF 2,062.5 million.

Drawings made in the third quarter 2015 were
allocatedtoAgricultureandroadSectorsfinanced
by OPEC and ABEDA for an amount of BIF 908.1
million and BIF 9.9 million respectively.

Year on year, the stock of external debt increased
by BIF 4,713.4 million at the end of the third
quarter 2015 compared to the same period of
last year, from BIF 660,946.2 million to 665,659.6
million.

Compared to the third quarter of 2014, the
stock of external debt expressed in US dollars
at the third quarter 2015 decreased by USD 5.6
million, from USD 426.9 to 421.3 million.

The balance of settlements of the third quarter
2015 was marked by a deficit weighed down
more than recorded in the same period of 2014,

Il. MONEY AND CREDIT
11.1. COVERAGE
11.1.1. Central Bank

The Central Bank is a monetary authority
whose fundamental functions are: define and
implement monetary and exchange rate policies,
to regulate and supervise financial sector, issue
currency, manage international reserves as well
as to provide loans to other deposit corporations
under the charge of the Central Bank.

11.1.2. Commercial Banks

Commercial Banks are Institutions that collect
demand deposits that can be transferred by
check or used as any other direct or long term
means of payment, they are also involved in
credit operations.

Institutions registered as commercial banks until
now are:

Banque de Crédit de Bujumbura (BCB), Banque
Commerciale du Burundi (BANCOBU), Inter
Bank Burundi (IBB), Banque de Gestion et de
Financement (BGF), Finalease Bank (FINBANK),
Banque Burundaise pour le Commerce et
I'investissement (BBCl), Diamond Trust Bank
Burundi (DTB), Kenya Commercial Bank Burundi
(KCB Bank Burundi), Cooperative for Rural
Development Bank (CRDB Bank Burundi) and
ECOBANK Burundi.

Data on DTB, KCB Bank Burundi LMT and CRDB
Bank Burundi are integrated in commercial
banks statistics since June 2009, July 2012 and
December 2012 respectevely.

11.1.3. Other Financial Intermediaries

As by their usual profession, the other financial
intermediaries give loans. They are allowed
to borrow without having neither counters
nor accounts for the clientele. The institutions
registered in this category are Banque Nationale
pour le Développement Economique (BNDE)
and Fonds de Promotion de I’'Habitat Urbain
(FPHU).
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11.2. CONTENTS OF TABLES
TABLE Il.1.: FOREIGN EXCHANGE RESERVES

Foreign exchange reserves are given by the sum
of foreign assets of the BRB and Commercial
Banks minus their external liabilities. The
external reserves of the Central Bank regard
only the foreign exchange reserves that the
Bank can freely have at its disposal including
foreign currencies, monetary Gold, SDR and the
IMF reserve position in IMF.

The table shows the Central Bank’s balance
sheet as stated at the end of each month. In
the liabilities side, this statement shows all
the liabilities of the Central Bank as monetary
authority while the assets side indicates the
counterpartsofthoseliabilities. Theitem “foreign
assets” includes among others, demand and
time deposits, currencies, IMF reserve position
which is the difference between Burundi’s
share in the IMF (the account IMF n°1) and IMF
securities account.

Statistics on foreign trade are elaborated from
customs data, coffee auction and sale contracts
for tea side.

4, International transactions include all
transactions between residents and non-
residents according to the Manual of the balance
of payments (BPM6).
